
FINAL DEMOLITION NOTICE
Made under

Schedule 5A Housing Act 1985 as amended
1.
This Notice is given by Manchester City Council (the “Council”) Growth and Development Department of PO Box 532 Town Hall, Manchester, M60 2LA.
2.
It is the intention of the Council to demolish the premises in or around the vicinity of Thornton Street North, Manchester.
2.1
The purpose of the demolition is to facilitate the regeneration of the Collyhurst Village Neighbourhood in accordance with the Spatial Framework for Collyhurst Village as set out in the Northern Gateway (now known as Victoria North) Strategic Regeneration Framework.
2.2
The Council intends to demolish the following premises (the “Relevant Premises) known as:   
· 64 Churnet Street, 68 Churnet Street, 70 Churnet Street;

· 115 Thornton Street North, 117 Thornton Street North, 119 Thornton Street North, 121 Thornton Street North, 125 Thornton Street North, 131 Thornton Street North, 135 Thornton Street North, 137 Thornton Street North, 139 Thornton Street North, 141 Thornton Street North, 143 Thornton Street North, 145 Thornton Street North, 147 Thornton Street North;

· 1 Johnny King Close, 3 Johnny King Close, 5 Johnny King Close, 7 Johnny King Close;
· 2 Anslow Close and 4 Anslow Close.
2.3
The Council intends to demolish the Relevant Premises by 31 August 2027.
Housing Act 1985.

2.4
The Council shall serve the Final Demolition Notices upon the tenants of all dwelling houses contained within the Relevant Premises on or before 31 July 2025. These notices will come into force on 31 August 2025 and will cease to be in force on 30 August 2027 unless revoked, otherwise terminated or extended under or by virtue of paragraph 15 of Schedule 5 of the Housing Act 1985.
2.5
The Final Demolition Notice shall replace the Initial Demolition Notice served on the Relevant Premises on 11 January 2023.
2.6
Whilst the Final Demolition Notice is in force, the right to buy shall not arise in respect of any dwelling house contained within the Relevant Premises. 
2.7
There may be a right to compensation under section 138C of the Housing Act 1985 in respect of any dwelling house contained within the Relevant Premises.
